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Many crop protection products may be poisonous, especially in concentrated form. The United States Environmental Protection Agency 
has established a Poison Control System throughout the United States. Each Center can determine the toxic compounds in commercial 
products, respond to calls from physicians or individuals and provide supportive or antidotal treatment.
